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The Madrid Region is a singular research area in which population ageing and immigration, have got an outstanding importance in recent years, enough to serve as a reference framework for assessing care giving for the elderly by immigrants. Family transitions and the good economic conditions have led families to entrust elderly care to immigrants as the common solution to allow women to work no taking care of their older ascendants. Immigrants are ready to undertake these jobs.
The aim of the paper is the analysis of the family care systems for dependent or non-dependent elderly people given by foreign workers, mainly women, paying attention to the elements involved (immigrant carers, the employers and relatives, people receiving the care, institutions and associations involved, etc.) and the processes (matching demand -the need for care- with supply -immigrants labour availability-, conditions and scenarios, meaning of care work in the immigrants career and future perspectives, the individual/family decision-making model in the demand for care, family market and institutional mechanisms favouring it, personal relations that arise between cared people and carers). 
Near one hundred in-depth interviews have been conducted among immigrants -according gender and nationality-, families -the type of care given, the situation of the person looking for a carer, the family ties, the workload, or the economic conditions- and NGOs and local government officers, 

Finally, a bunch of conclusions have allowed the authors to address the actions to take for the design of public policies to assist families and immigrants to match expectations and opportunities in the future.
