The MSc Sociology is at the foundation of the department's graduate programmes, and we are delighted that our core disciplinary programme continues to thrive and to welcome new generations of sociologists.

We offer courses tailored to both groups and recommend that you consider your options carefully, in light of your prior knowledge and experience of the discipline.
