Information on Course Selection 
Students at LSE are required to select their courses as set out in their programme regulations and for an MSc student in our department studying full time, they undertake the equivalent of four full units, including writing a 10,000-word dissertation. Some of these units will be mandatory for your programme, whereas others are optional, and you will have a selection of optional courses to choose from. Most optional courses will be capped, meaning there is limited space, and so you may not always get onto your first selection. Please note that as places are limited on optional courses, admission onto any course is not guaranteed and may be subject to timetabling constraints and/or students meeting specific prerequisite requirements. 

We will publish the full list of available courses closer to the start of the new academic year, confirming which courses are running and in which term. This will help you in your planning and you will receive more detailed guidance from us before the new academic year starts. We will also plan to run more Zoom sessions over the summer months so you can ask questions and seek advice from us.
